Lostwithiel Town Council Precept.

Lostwithiel Town Council has set the precept at £97,500 for the Financial Year 2012/13.

The Town Council has decided to make budgetry provision for a number of services devolving
from Cornwall Council such as public toilets, snow and ice provision and a Neighbourhood
Development Plan. Additionally the Council has also decided to continue with the current
Street cleaning and grass cutting.

In order to improve facilities for the youth of the town, the Town Council has made substantial
financial provision to improve the town play areas and to help fund the proposed new
skateboard ramp.

The new year began with me chairing a public meeting in the Community Centre with

the Police, representatives of Cornwall Council and our Member of Parliament. The aim was
to find ways of helping to improve the ways of life for the younger residents.

The Deputy Mayor and myself attended the Community Network Meeting at St Blazey where
a Cornwall Council representative gave a very good presentation on the new Neighbourhood
Plan.
